Read Matt. 28:18-20
And Jesus came and said to them, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.  19 Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,  20 teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age."  

1. By whose authority are we supposed to go and share our faith?  By Jesus authority.  As God Jesus had all authority to command us to do what He wants.
2. What does Jesus command in these verses?  He commands his disciples to go into all the world and make disciples.
3. How do we make disciples according to these verses?  Through sharing our faith people will accept Christ and follow through with the evidence of that decision which is baptism.  The second part of making disciples is taking time to teach them all the things of Christ.
4. What Promise does Jesus give along with this command?  Jesus promises to be with us always helping us and giving us the wisdom and power to complete this task.
5. Why is it wrong not to share your faith?  It is wrong because this is what Jesus commanded us to do.  This was the very last command he gave before he went back up to heaven so it was pretty important to Christ.
